	1. We aim to provide excellent care which respects each person as an individual; we deliver this in a friendly and dignified way in  a homely environment where service users feel happy and secure. We are committed to supporting residents of all faiths and those who have no faith but the home has a Christian ethos and works in partnership with local churches to enable residents who cannot attend services any more to continue practicing their faith if they wish to. 
We place the rights of our residents at the centre of our philosophy and recognise each person as an individual. In this way we aim to be able to meet every need they have physical, emotional and spiritual. 

	2. We aim to support our residents who have dementia to live as full and active a life as possible. The home has taken part in the Excellence in dementia programme run by Bradford University and all our staff complete training in dementia care. We realise that the illness not only affects our residents but also their families and friends and we support people to maintain these relationships. 

	3. We aim to get to know each person as an individual; we want to know about their family, life experiences and interests. We believe that everyone has spiritual needs – a need for meaning and purpose in life and that spiritual fulfilment ensures personal well-being and enables older people to live life to the full

Each person’s spiritual needs are different and so we have a Pastoral Care Coordinator who supports our residents. This can be giving them opportunities to express their faith and share with others or supporting them to maintain relationships with family and friends, We offer music and other creative activities and invite animals to visit the home all of which can help to nurture the spirit.

	4. We ensure that we meet the needs of our residents by creating individual care plans and risk assessments for them. These are regularly updated and, with the resident’s agreement we encourage families to be involved in their preparation and review. 

	5. We are always encouraging our staff to engage in extra training to ensure that our residents get the care and support they need. Carers get to know and understand each person, their history and personal preferences forming sensitive and respectful partnerships with them and their families. Their aim is to enable our residents to maintain an as independent and fulfilled life as possible. 

	6. We want Shaws Wood to feel like a home from home and encourage residents to make their rooms individual to themselves with items that have special meaning to them. We are always looking for ways to develop the environment, both inside and out to help those with dementia to feel safe and content.

	7. All policies and procedures will be current and updated to keep in line with new regulations and best practice. Through strong staff training and management, robust systems will be in place to deliver high quality person centred care that ensures the health, wellbeing and safety of our residents.
